Item 2: Consideration of issues concerning the county attorney’s independent review of the proposed intergovernmental agreement for fire protection services pursuant to A.R.S. §48-853(A)(8)(c) (GCIFD #08-038):
The board, legal counsel and consultants discussed the county attorney review process and response to the Town of Gilbert’s submittal concerning the IGA negotiations. Discussion focused on commercially reasonable assumptions and the county island fire district statute. GCIFD legal counsel has prepared a draft rebuttal to submit to the county attorney, which will incorporate comments from the board and consultants.

Item 3: Consideration of issues concerning insurance services for the Gilbert County Island Fire District (GCIFD #08-039):
Consultant’s report and board discussion concerning the inability to continue current insurance coverage under the proposed IGA. The discussion focused on the statute which requires the district to indemnify the service provider for all risks except gross negligence. The consultant’s will identify potential surplus lines and or alternative self insurance options if viable, along with costs and report back to the board.
