GCIFD Meeting Minutes – February 10, 2009

The Gilbert County Island Fire District (GCIFD) governing board met in a properly posted open public meeting on Tuesday, February 10, 2009.  The meeting was held at the Southeast Regional Library – County Meeting Room, located at 775 N. Greenfield Road, Gilbert, Arizona.
The following agenda items were considered at the meeting:

The meeting was called to order at 6:06 p.m. local time by Chair Sale.

B.
The board led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance to the US Flag.

C.
Roll call for the board was conducted with Chair Sale, Clerk Biggs and Members Beyerle, Cazden and Kalandros in attendance.

Item 1: Review and approval of the governing board meeting minutes of January 13, 2009 (GCIFD #09-008):

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the meeting minutes of January 13, 2009 with an amendment concerning the fire chief’s report as identified by Kalandros; Passed Unanimously (5-0-0).

Item 2: Report from the Fire Chief regarding the provision of fire and EMS to the GCIFD, including but not limited to the following items (GCIFD #08-n/a):

a) Monthly response and service report: Chief DeWitt presented the January 2009 monthly GFD response and activity report for the district. Chief DeWitt commented that an analysis of responses within the GCIFD showed that a majority of the activity occurs in the southern portion of the district. Chief DeWitt distributed a copy of a letter sent to Maricopa County GIS concerning the mapping issues and planned resolution of the same.

Item 3: Call to the Public: None.

Item 4: Consideration of district financial matters:

a) Review of monthly financial reports (GCIFD #09-009): None (the GLT and warrant reports were not received in time for a formal review to take place). Consultant Flynn advised the report will be placed on the March 10, 2009 agenda. 

b) Review of invoices / payables and authorization for payment (GCIFD #09-010): The board was presented with 5 invoices for review and payment approval: 1) Town of Gilbert - $39,000 (partial payment for invoice #1004-01090) 2) Maricopa County Elections - $612.87. 3) Sean Coleman LLC - $154.00. 4) Angela Bertram CPA - $49.58. 5) PolicyLogic, LLC - $1,072.53.
Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the payment of invoices as presented; Passed Unanimously (5-0-0).

Item 5: Consideration of procuring telephone services for the district (GCIFD #09-011): 
Consultant Flynn presented and discussed various telephone answering point options for the board’s consideration. There was discussion amongst the board and Lee Miller, Attorney concerning the options presented.

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: To direct staff to investigate alternative phone service options as discussed, including but not limited to cell phone providers, internet phone services, answering services and partnerships with other fire districts, and to expend a maximum of $500 annually to secure said telephone service; Passed Unanimously (5-0-0).

Item 6: Consideration of procuring financial auditing services for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2009 (GCIFD #09-012):
Consultant Flynn presented and discussed information from Breecher & Company PC concerning auditing services for the current fiscal year. Matthew Breecher the company’s principal advised via electronic mail to Flynn (distributed for review) that a discounted rate would be given if the three east valley county island fire districts (Gilbert, Tempe, Chandler) agreed to utilize the audit and or financial review services of his firm. The discount would be applied based upon similar testing and process features for each of the three districts. Breecher provided the consultant with a preliminary cost for the GCIFD audit of $2,500. Flynn advised the need to secure the services of an auditor in the near term and the board should request an engagement letter from Breecher & Company PC to obtain the discounted rate. Flynn advised he would obtain additional rate quotes for audit services for board review at the March meeting.
There was general discussion amongst the board and Lee Miller, Attorney concerning the audit and provision of the same according to statutory requirements.

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Secure an engagement letter for the services of Breecher & Company PC in an amount not to exceed $2,500 for the audit of the fiscal year ending June 30, 2009; Passed Unanimously (5-0-0).

Item 7: Consideration of issues for negotiating fire services for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2009 (GCIFD #09-013):
Lee Miller, Attorney discussed with the board the letter sent to the Town of Gilbert to begin negotiations on an IGA for the next fiscal year. There was general discussion amongst the board and Miller concerning the process to negotiate a potential IGA for fire services with the town.
Discussion only – no action taken.
Item 8: Legislative report and consideration of legislative issues that may impact the district (GCIFD #09-014):
Lee Miller, Attorney provided a summary of legislation that would impact the GCIFD if passed during the current session. Miller further discussed potential changes to county island fire district law that would facilitate the functioning of the GCIFD. These issues included codifying the formula for determining the amount to be paid for fire services, insurance and indemnity and a methodology to pay for fire hydrant infrastructure.
