GCIFD Board Meeting Minutes – March 21, 2008


Gilbert County Island Fire District

The Gilbert County Island Fire District (GCIFD) governing board met in a properly posted open public meeting on Friday, March 21, 2008.  The meeting was held at the Arizona Farm Bureau office, located at 325 S. Higley Road, Gilbert, Arizona.

The following agenda items were considered at the meeting:

The meeting was called to order at 8:40 a.m. local time by board chair Sale.

The board led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call for the board was conducted with Chair Sale, Clerk Biggs and Kalandros in attendance. 

(The GCIFD governing board addressed meeting items not in the published order)
Item 2: Consideration of issues concerning financing and debt issuance for the purpose of carrying out the district’s powers and duties (GCIFD #08-027).

Mr. Bryan Lundberg of Stone & Youngberg discussed with the board various financing tools and methods for acquiring capital infrastructure for the GCIFD. The discussion involved Certificates of Participation, Tax Anticipation Notes (TANS) and General Obligation Bonds.

There was discussion and questions from board members, GCIFD consultants and the attorney concerning the various financing tools and interest rates in the current financial market.

There was no decision / motion concerning finance and debt issuance.

Item 3: Consideration of issues in negotiating an intergovernmental agreement for fire protection services with the Town of Gilbert (GCIFD #08-028).

There was discussion held concerning the negotiations between the GCIFD and the Town of Gilbert for an IGA to provide fire services to the county islands. The discussion centered on infrastructure requirements for fire apparatus and fire hydrants. The board questioned legal counsel and GCIFD consultants concerning the negotiations and progress of the same.

Further discussion / consideration tabled until executive session is held.

The following citizens attending the meeting addressed the board under agenda item 3:

Erin Mantooth, 13403 S. Val Vista, Gilbert: Directed concerns to the board concerning services proposed for the GCIFD and the Town’s current service contract with Queen Creek, and the costs for fire services proposed by the Town.

Darrel Downing, 1019 E. Rawhide, Gilbert: Directed concerns to the board about costs for services and the current lack of fire protection for the county islands.

Item 1: Executive Session pursuant to A.R.S. §38-431.03.A.3: For the purpose of receiving and considering legal advice concerning an intergovernmental agreement for fire protection services with the Town of Gilbert (GCIFD #08-n/a).

Motion by Kalandros / Second by Biggs to enter into executive session for the purpose of receiving legal advice (9:50 a.m. local time): Passed Unanimously.

Motion by Kalandros / Second by Sale to exit executive session and return to the public meeting (10:15 a.m. local time): Passed Unanimously.

Return to Item 3: Consideration of issues in negotiating an intergovernmental agreement for fire protection services with the Town of Gilbert (GCIFD #08-028).

The board, upon consideration of the advice of counsel in executive session discussed several options for proceeding with negotiations with the Town of Gilbert.

Motion by Biggs / Second by Kalandros: Instruct the district’s legal counsel and consultants to draft a letter to the Maricopa County Attorney, Andrew Thomas, consistent with the board’s policy direction, the revised fire services proposal and IGA, and upon approval of the chair, to send the letter and associated documents to the county attorney for review pursuant to statute: Passed Unanimously.
