GCIFD Board Meeting Minutes – November 12, 2008


The Gilbert County Island Fire District (GCIFD) governing board met in a properly posted open public meeting on Wednesday, November 12, 2008.  The meeting was held at the offices of the Arizona Farm Bureau, located at 325 S. Higley Road, Gilbert, Arizona.

The following agenda items were considered at the meeting:

A. 
The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. local time by Chair Sale.

B.
The board led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance to the US Flag.

C.
Roll call for the board was conducted with Chair Sale, Clerk Biggs and Member Kalandros in attendance.

Item 1: Review and approval of the governing board meeting minutes of October 14, 2008 (GCIFD #08-096):

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the meeting minutes of October 14, 2008 as presented; Passed Unanimously.

(Chair Sale moved Item 4 and 5 up to allow Chief DeWitt to present reports).
Item 4: Report from the Fire Chief regarding the provision of fire and EMS to the GCIFD, including but not limited to the following items (GCIFD #08-098):

a) Monthly response and service report.

Chief DeWitt provided an overview of the information provided by the TOGFD in the October monthly response report.

Chief DeWitt notified the GCIFD board of an issue with “Knox” security boxes used to access businesses and gated communities during an emergency. The current “Knox” boxes only allow for key access by the RMFD. Chief DeWitt requested the board authorize the TOGFD to request access to these devices. 

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Authorize staff to provide a letter to the TOGFD authorizing them to act as an agent for the GCIFD in this matter; Passed Unanimously.
Item 5: Consideration of issues concerning notice to GCIFD property owners:

a) Review and authorization of consultant’s cost report and proposal for disseminating basic district information (GCIFD #08-099):

Consultant Flynn provided the board with an example of a post card designed to notify property owners of their inclusion in the GCIFD and where to obtain additional information concerning the district. The consultant provided three cost estimates based upon 2,000 property parcels and advised the latest parcel report was on order from Maricopa County. 
Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Authorize staff to move forward with the notification project using a local business for the process in an amount not to exceed $1,100; Passed Unanimously.

b) Review and authorization of legal counsels notice to property owners with conditions that hinder the provision of fire services (GCIFD #08-100). 

Legal Counsel Lee Miller presented a letter drafted to notice GCIFD property owners when a condition was identified by the TOGFD that may hinder response and deployment during an emergency event. Chief DeWitt’s comments were incorporated into the letter.

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Authorize staff to prepare letters for the board’s execution to those property owners who were identified by the TOGFD report; Passed Unanimously.

Item 3: Consideration of district financial matters:

c) Review of invoices / payables and authorization for payment (GCIFD #08-097):

Consultant Flynn presented the board with invoices for payment Miller LaSota & Peters ($1,067.48), PolicyLogic, LLC ($1,142.82) and the town of Gilbert ($215,000 paid on $973,307 balance).

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the invoices presented for payment; Passed Unanimously.

Item 6: Report of progress and consideration of matters concerning development of the fire district web site (GCIFD #08-101):

Board Member Kalandros provided the board with a progress report concerning development of the GCIFD web site which is operational. There was general discussion by the board concerning document retention and the archiving of public records including electronic records. Consultant Flynn advised he was in the process of obtaining cost estimates for further development and maintenance of the web site.
Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Direct staff to develop a policy and process for document retention and archiving records; Passed Unanimously.

Item 7: Consideration of authorizing consultant and legal counsel to prepare annual financial review for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008 (GCIFD #08-102):

Consultant and legal counsel discussed the need to provide a financial review for last fiscal year and an audit for the current fiscal year. Consultant recommends staff prepare the financial review based upon the limited financial activity for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008.

Motion Biggs / 2nd Kalandros: Authorize consultant to prepare the annual financial review and submit to the board for approval at the December 9, 2008 meeting; Passed Unanimously.

Item 8: Consideration of authorizing the consultant to secure an alternate meeting and public notice posting location (GCIFD #08-103):

There was general discussion by the board and consultants concerning the cost associated with various options for meeting space. Consultant Biggs would investigate further options and report back to the board.

Discussion only – no action taken.

Item 9: Consideration of items for the agenda of the Gilbert County Island Fire District’s next regular scheduled meeting (December 9, 2008) and or a special meeting called by the governing board for the purpose of carrying out its powers and duties (GCIFD #08-104):
