GCIFD Board Meeting Minutes – September 9, 2008


The Gilbert County Island Fire District (GCIFD) governing board met in a properly posted open public meeting on Tuesday, September 9, 2008.  The meeting was held at the offices of the Arizona Farm Bureau, located at 325 S. Higley Road, Gilbert, Arizona.

The following agenda items were considered at the meeting:

The meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. local time by Chair Sale.

The board led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance to the US Flag.

Roll call for the board was conducted with Chair Sale and Member Kalandros in attendance.

Item 1: Review and approval of the governing board meeting minutes of August 12, 2008 (GCIFD #08-078):

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Sale: Approve the meeting minutes of August 12, 2008 as presented; Passed Unanimously.

Item 2: Call to the Public:

None - no person wished to address the board.

Item 3: Consideration of district financial matters:

a) Consideration of a Revolving Line of Credit Note between Maricopa County, Wells Fargo Bank and the fire district (GCIFD #08-079):

(Clerk Biggs arrived, the full board now in attendance)

Mark Jensen, VP of Wells Fargo Bank presented a summary explanation of the revolving credit line with Wells Fargo and the county acting as the agent of the GCIFD. Consultant Flynn provided a summary of the costs for the revolving credit line. The board discussed the need for the credit line and Flynn provided information on how the credit line and payment process for accounts payable will function on a month-to-month basis.

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the revolving line of credit note with Wells Fargo and authorize the board chair to execute any and all documents necessary; Passed Unanimously.

b) Review of invoices and approval for payment at a future date (GCIFD #08-080): 

The board reviewed the August invoice and a to-date statement from PolicyLogic, LLC, along with an invoice from Angela Bertram, CPA and the AFDA for the August Conference. 

Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Approve the invoices as presented for future payment; Passed Unanimously.

(Chair Sale moved Item 6 up to allow Chief DeWitt to make his report and then attend the Town Council meeting).
Item 6: Report from the Fire Chief regarding the provision of fire and EMS to the GCIFD, including but not limited to the following items (GCIFD #08-083):

a) Monthly response and service report.

Chief DeWitt provided an overview of the information provided by the TOGFD in the August monthly response report.

b) Emergency dispatch incident notification and transfer of requests for service to the Town of Gilbert Fire Department from the Sheriff’s Office.

Chief DeWitt provided a report on the dispatch issue and efforts to rectify the notification problems inherent within the 911 database.

Item 4: Consideration of a general liability insurance policy with American Safety Indemnity Company for the purpose of complying with A.R.S. §48-853.A.12 (GCIFD #08-081):

Consultant Flynn and Legal Counsel Miller presented the board with a general liability policy proposal from American Safety Indemnity Company through Brown & Brown Services. The policy premium is $25,000 annually. There was general discussion amongst the board whether the policy met the statutory requirements and the limits of the coverage. Consultant Flynn will have the coverage bound as-soon-as-possible subsequent to receipt of funding of the credit line by Wells Fargo. 
Motion Kalandros / 2nd Biggs: Accept the general liability insurance coverage with American Safety and authorize the board chair to execute any and all documents necessary to bind coverage; Passed Unanimously.

Item 5: Consideration of issues concerning fire district resident’s receipt of invoices for fire protection services from the Rural Metro Corporation (GCIFD #08-082):

Consultant Flynn provided a report for the board concerning discussions with Rural Metro about the billing. At this point Rural Metro advises only three billings were found to be in error and the problem has been remedied.

Discussion only – no action taken.

Item 7: Report of progress and consideration of matters concerning development of the fire district web site (GCIFD #08-084):

Board Member Kalandros provided the board with a progress report concerning development of the GCIFD web site. There was general discussion by the board concerning the future dissemination of information through the web site.

Item 8: Consideration of items for the agenda of the Gilbert County Island Fire District’s next regular scheduled meeting (October 14, 2008) and or a special meeting called by the governing board for the purpose of carrying out its powers and duties (GCIFD #08-085):
